This is a reminder that Parent/Teacher conferences are this week Mrs. Baack, Ms. McCoy and Mrs. Pluff's class will not have school this week on Thursday Oct. 26th due to a conference day, Mrs. Johnston's class will have school but will dismiss at noon on Thursday Oct. 26th and will not have school on Friday Oct. 27th. Lunch will not be served on Thursday. Thursday morning Mrs. Johnston's class will sign in and sign out at her classroom that day. You may enter through the main school doors both at sign in and sign out on Thursday only.

If you enter at the Preschool entrance for conferences, the door will be locked. Please knock and wait a minute for someone to answer,  if no one does please walk around and enter from the main entrance of the day school. Mrs. Johnston's class may enter at the main school doors.

Just a reminder that tuition is always due at the first of the month unless you are signed up through the facts program. Please notify Mrs. Pluff or the school office if you know your tuition will be late. The next tuition payment due for those paying monthly is on November 1st. Statements are being sent home tomorrow if you have an October balance due..
